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THE MISSION AND MINISTRY 
CONTINUES 

At its September 25, 2008 meeting the United
Methodist Retirement Homes Board of Trustees
voted unanimously to move forward with Phase
1 of a plan to restructure/rebuild Wesley Pines.
The Board’s Executive and Finance Committee,
in consultation with BB&T Capital Services,
ProMatura Group, and Greenbrier Development
have spent a great deal of time over the past
year to develop a plan for the future. First steps
included a complete and thorough assessment
of the existing campus as well as a marketing
study to determine the long-range needs of the
Robeson County area. The last four months
have been spent structuring a financial package

that will best meet the needs of the entire UMRH
organization in the coming years. 

Work will begin immediately on Phase 1 of the
plan. Over the next 6 months architects and
engineers will be developing an overall site plan,
infrastructure plans, and building plans.
Greenbrier Development will be working with
local and state agencies to obtain all the
necessary approvals, permits, and so forth. If all
goes according to plan, construction will begin in
six to eight months.

In closing, I feel it is very important to point out
that the Board of Trustees has approved this
restructuring/rebuilding plan to ensure that the
mission and ministry of the Methodist Church
continues long into the future. Wesley Pines has
faithfully met the needs of seniors for the past 30
years and looks forward with faith and
excitement to the next 30 years of service.

Member Resources on Our Church Website

Click on the the “Member Resources” tab on the homepage to open a menu of resource

websites. There are 7 choices
currently.  

Past Nutshells - Have you ever
wanted to refer back to a
weekly Nutshell newsletter
that was issued many weeks
ago?   Each week, the
previous Nutshell is filed and
is available for viewing from
the Past Nutshells webpage. 
Check them out!

Bible.com – This website
allows one to search the Bible
to answer questions such as
where do I find the passages
dealing with “Sodom” and/or

“Gomor'rah.”  If you’ve ever used an online search engine such as Google, you’ll enjoy
Bible.com.  I will say this:  my experience is that searches on Bible.com or case-
sensitive.  That is, capital or upper case letters are important.  For instance, searching
for “sodom” will yield no results while searching for “Sodom” will do the trick.

Upper Room devotional – The popular daily devotion is available at the periodical’s online
site.  You can use this site for your personal devotional experience.  You can send it to
a friend via email.  You can even look up the devotion for an earlier day.  Try it out!

North Carolina Conference Advocate – The Advocate is the Conference
magazine/newsletter.  It is published monthly and is available in print monthly.  Past
month’s editions are available online.  To access the online editions, click on the link on
the Member Resources menu and then click on the “Read the Advocate online” link on
the Advocate homepage.  There’s even a search feature on the online page.

Focus On The Family – This website focuses on family issues and Christian services. 
There are lots of great resources for topics such as “Relationships & Marriage”,
Parenting”, “Entertainment”, and so forth.



North Carolina Conference of the United Methodist Church – The Conference provides a
window to the resources and services of the UMC in North Carolina.  The latest
Conference news is featured as well as links to Ministry tools such as other church
websites, “Locate-A-Pastor”, as well as links to District websites.
