As many of you know I am mostly left
handed. I say "mostly" because even though I
write left handed and eat left handed I do
most of my sporting activities right
handed...throw a ball, swing a bat, fish and
shoot. This past Christmas I received a "Left
Handed Calendar" which has facts about left
handed people for each day of the year. Did
you know, for instance, that five of our last
seven presidents were left handed...Gerald
Ford,Ronald Reagan,George H.W. Bush, Bill
Clinton, and now President Obama. Other
well know lefties: Einstein, Michelangelo,
Redford, de Vinci, Schwarzkopf, Chaplin,
Babe Ruth, Ted Williams. Did you know that
the Boy Scout handshake uses the left hand
instead of the right because Lord Robert
Baden-Powell, founder of the Boy Scouts
 (a righty), said the left hand is nearer to the
heart? Did you know that recent studies show
that left handed children are more likely to
test out as highly creative and to have
extremely high verbal and math scores?
Perhaps this is because when you are born
into a right handed world you have to be more
creative to adapt to life.

For Bible Study!

There are some nifty tools for Bible study on
the internet.  Among them are a host of websites that
include search engines for finding biblical
information and commentary.

Most internet users are familiar with Google,
Yahoo, or similar sites that allow the user to find
“stuff on the web” simply by keying in a word or
short description.  The online Bible search engines
that are readily available through our Chestnutst.org
website do just that.  You can type in a passage such
as Genesis 1:1-15, or a word/name such as Abram or
Nahor and you will be taken to a webpage that
includes the passage as well as a number of related
resources.

Chestnutst.org features two such search
engines.  New to our homepage is the block on the
right hand side of the page. This is the
Biblegateway.com search engine.  On the Member
Resources menu is a choice for Searchable Online
Bible.  This link takes you the International Bible
Society search page.

The IBS site allows searching on multiple
versions of the Bible side-by-side as well as listening
to the passages.  The Biblegateway.com site allows
searching in dozens of different Bible versions, in
English and other languages.  The commentary
features seem, to me, to be better on the
Biblegateway.com site.  Check out both sites and see
which appeals most to you.  While you are at it, do a
Google search for other online Bible sites to see if
there is another that better fits your needs.

If your Bible study group or Sunday School
class is interested in more about this topic, I would
be happy to stop by for a chat.  Unfortunately, I need
internet access to do a demonstration.  In the

meantime, I’ll see what I can do about an offline
demonstration.

Missions in Motion

Stop Hunger Now is an international hunger relief organization that coordinates the distribution of food and
other life-saving aid around the world.  The organization is driven by a vision to end world hunger in our lifetime and a mission
to provide food and life-saving aid to the world’s most destitute and hungry in the most sustainable, efficient and effective
manner.

Stop Hunger Now’s Operation Sharehouse program is a volunteer-based effort through which participants package
high protein, dehydrated meals for use in crisis situations and which provides a highly nutritious meal to support school feeding
programs in schools and orphanages around the world.  Volunteers participate in an assembly line to combine rice, soy,
dehydrated vegetables and a flavoring mix including 21 essential vitamins and minerals into small meal packages.  These meal
packages are sent around the world to people suffering from severe hunger. The food stores easily, transports quickly and has a
shelf-life of five years.

Since the program’s inception in 2005, volunteers have packaged more than 11 million meals for the world’s most
impoverished.  Forty to fifty volunteers can package 10,000 meals in just two hours.  It is an immensely fun, hands-on and
rewarding experience for anyone of any age.

On Saturday, April 25th members of our church will have the opportunity to participate in the assembly process of
packaging meals from 4:00 to 6:00 p.m. in Asbury Hall.  Our UMYF will be participating in conjunction with their 300-hour
famine.  There will be a volunteer sign-up sheet in the church office.  Please pray for this ministry and come and join in the
packing of meals on April 25th.

LENTEN STUDY
By Mary Anna Gray, Lay Leader

The United Ministry Council has asked that we use Revolutionizing Christian Stewardship for the 21st Century
by Dan R. Dick as our Lenten study book during the month of March.  All adult Sunday School classes will be
using this book as well as a class, led by Jon Everson, on Wednesday afternoons for those not in a Sunday School
class.  Each week I will write a short summary of the chapter to be studied with questions so that all may know the
emphasis for the week.  In the meantime books, $10.00 each, are available at the Church for your individual study.

This book gives us a new look at Christian stewardship and helps us focus more on making disciples for Christ.  

The first week’s summary will focus on the introduction: Looking with New Eyes and the first chapter: Adrift in
Space: Why are we here?  Nicolas Copernicus, Polish astronomer, shared a challenging and provocative picture
to the world in 1543.  “The vision he shared was that of a solar system: a universe that revolved around the sun,
rather than the earth.  Today the idea of a solar system is ordinary.  To the world in the 16th century, the idea was
strange, mysterious, and even life threatening.”  Copernicus was a deeply religious and devout man.  He
approached the study of the heavens from the center of his faith.  He believed the church and the world would
welcome his discoveries, even though new ideas were not well received in Europe in the 1500's.

How does the church respond to a fast changing world in the 21st century?

(1) Do we put the church facility at the center of our faith where we spend our time, energy and resources
maintaining and preserving the buildings? or (2) Do we put God at the center where we spend time, energy and
resources making disciples of Christ?  Dan R. Dick says, “The challenge to the church today is to awaken to the
fact that the church is NOT the center of the Christian universe - Christ is.”

As Christian stewards we are to be servants to God.  What we give to and through the church to carry out God’s
mission emerges from who we are. The first chapter of this book helps us to look at ourselves and our relationship
to God as Christian stewards.  We are called to transform the world into the kingdom of God.  

Our primary task as the church is disciple-making through a fourfold process which follows:

reach out and receive    —   relate  —   Strengthen and nurture  ----  send out (see chart p.11)

Questions for Reflection:

(1) How does our church participate in the four aspects (see above) of our primary task?

(2) In what ways has our church become stationary?  What traditions and practices keep us from moving?

(3) What is our definition of stewardship?  How does the discussion of stewardship in light of our primary task
affect our definition?
