This has been going
on for almost 15 years now and the problem is getting worse. Back in May of this year the Trustees met
with a Roofing Consultant, Vernon Shinall, from Charlotte.  He was referred to us by Mr. David Sumner. 
Vernon inspected our roof, drew up re-roofing specifications.  Bids were sent out.  Five were received on
24 August 2009.  The low bidder was T. R. Driscoll of Lumberton.  The UMC approved this selection at
our last meeting.  To let you know what is going on, the attached information is provided so you will see
that this job involves more than just shingles. Also included in this job is the repair of the leak in the
parlor.  Should you have any questions, please contact any member of the Trustees and we will try to
answer them.

SHINGLE ROOF SECTION

Single Ply Roof System

Removal of existing mechanically attached EPDM single ply roof system, including existing roof
insulation and all associated membrane and sheet metal flashings down to the existing metal deck and
installation of a new mechanically attached TPO single ply roof system.

Removal and proper disposal of existing sheet metal flashings such as, gravel stop/drip edge, fascia metal,
coping, counterflashings, plumbing vent pipe flashings, pitch pockets, roof drain flashings, thru wall
scupper liners and other roofing related sheet metal flashings.

Remove and properly dispose of existing vinyl siding.

Installation of 1 base layer of new mechanically attached 1.5" thick polyisocyanurate roof insulation on
HVAC Roof Area.

Installation of new mechanically attached TPO single ply roof system on HVAC Roof Area.

Removal and disposal of existing roof related sheet metal flashings as required.

Installation of new fully adhered single ply membrance base flashings and wall flashings.

Installation of new preformed/manufactured and/or field formed membrance flashings on roof
penetrations.

Installation of new sheet metal coping, counterflashing and other sheet metal flashings as required.

Installation of new gutter and downspouts.



Install new roof walkway protection material consisting of manufactured roof walkway protection
membrance and 2' x 2' x2" thick precast concrete pavers around roof top units, under existing satellite
dishes, around curb mounted small ac condensing unit and under splash blocks to be installed under
downspouts.

Installing new treated wood nailer along edge of HVAC Roof Area in area where new gutter is to be
installed to accommodate the thickness of the new polyisocyanurate roof insulation.

Installing new single ply membrance flashings on wall penetrations electrical conduit, etc. that penetrate
walls flashed with fully adhered single ply membrance wall flashings.

Install new supports for existing copper refrigerant lines, galvanized electrical conduit, etc

Properly preparing and painting existing wall mounted heater vent pipe supports. 

Replacing all existing sheet metal curb caps with new 24 gage stainless steel curb caps

Installing new precast concrete splash blocks under all downspouts

Installing new dimensioned lumber on sides of existing runner type curb supports supporting ac units to
create a full curb

Installing a new stainless steel curb cap on curbs supporting ac units.

TPO - New Rubber Membrane

HVAC - High Volume Air Conditioning
