Greetings in the Name of Our Lord and

      As you might imagine, we get some interesting
phone calls here at the church.  Many times it's
people needing help and at other times it's people
wanting to sell us something.  Recently I took a call
from a person who had a different reason for calling. 
This person introduced herself as working for a
company in the building and design business. She
asked if we had any needs in that area.  When I told
her we didn't, she continued the conversation by
telling me that in addition to her work in her business
the Lord had called her into a ministry of 
encouragement.  She explained that in her prayer life
the Lord would direct her to different churches in
different towns.  She would research those churches,
check out their web pages on the internet and then 
contact those she felt drawn to.  She told me that she
had been looking over our web page and had felt the
joy in our ministry here.  She specifically pointed out
how good our ministry to our youth was and that we
were a church with a good ministry to our
community.  In what turned out to be a rather lengthy
conversation she told me that in her spirit she felt the
Lord was pleased with the things we were doing and
said she would put us on her prayer list for God's
continued blessing.  Well, what do you do with a call
like that?  I can tell you that I, for one, listened to
what she had to say.  As I read the scriptures I find
that God speaks to people in different and sometimes
unusual ways.  I also know that some people have
ministry gifts that 

are not "ordinary."  So when someone tells me that God
has called them into a particular ministry I pay attention. 
      I do believe we have many good things going on here
at Chestnut Street UMC.  But I'm always trying to be open
to a new and fresh word from God about our ministry. 
Some ministries have begun from an unusual experience
or encounter by a person of faith.  Other ministries have
grown out of personal needs that God has met in
unexpected ways.  As I said in a sermon recently, God is a
personal God and works in our lives in personal ways.  A
favorite hymn says, "Open my eyes that I may see...Open
my ears that I may hear."  If we look through eyes of faith
and listen with ears of faith we can see and hear the
movement of God. And when God moves we want to be a
part of it all.
      I appreciated the call from the young lady.  I
appreciated the nudge it gave me to hear a word from
God, even if it came from an unexpected direction.  And I
appreciated the reminder it gave me that God works, so
often, "outside the box."  When we least expect it God
waves at us and invites us to step off the worn and beaten
path of life and see something, hear something he doesn't
want us to miss.   My friends, listen for the unexpected
voice of God.  Keep your eyes open for the unexpected
view God has to show you.  And don't  automatically react
with scepticism and doubt.   Give God a chance.

Looking and listening,
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On March 30, 2010, ground was broken at Wesley Pines for the new
Wesley Pines building. Our own Meta Woods and Rev. Steve Little took
part in the program. This marks the beginning of Phase I of this great
project that we have been waiting for so long. The completion date of
this building is March 2011. After then, we can look forward to the
building of the 36 apartment building that will be on this site.  Soon
there will be a web site that will keep you updated on the progress of
this project.  Other good news from Wesley Pines is that George Deaton
has promised us a Christmas concert by the Three Triangle Tenors.  The
date will be announced later.  This concert  will be for the  Benevolent

Fund at Wesley Pines.   On Mother’s Day in May, you will be given a opportunity to give a donation to this fund.
This fund provides financial and personal care for residents who can no longer fully pay their way.  By supporting
this fund, you can make a difference in the lives of these residents. 

This is an example of the type of care: Mrs. “Y” is a lifelong Methodist laywoman who has been a resident in two
of the retirement communities for seven years.  She was a nurse and homemaker by profession and spent her life
caring for others. Late in life, she became disabled due to illness and required assistance from others. She entered
our retirement community as an independent living resident but her illness has progressed to the point that she
requires assisted living.  Her minimal assets have long since been exhausted and her care is covered by the
benevolent funds at the retirement home.  She is well cared for and very happy .  She is greatly loved by the staff
and other residents .  Your gift to this fund  enables us to care for Mrs. “Y”.
